	0: FE Providers - we work closely with local FE providers:- HOW College, Warwickshire Group of Colleges, Stratford-upon-Avon College, Hartpury College and Worcester Sixth Form College.

FE providers deliver assemblies throughout the year and also participate in our "Futures" Events. They offer taster days and transition events for those of our students applying to study with them.

All FE and Sixth Form provider open events are advertised on the weekly Careers Bulletins.

Apprenticeships are promoted across the school during assemblies, careers fairs, "Futures" events and throughout the weekly Careers Bulletins. Any local Apprenticeship Fairs are also advertised on the weekly Careers Bulletins.

All year 11 students attend a Higher Education Fair to meet university representatives.  Universities also deliver a wide range of presentations throughout the Sixth Form Futures' Programme and the year 11 Futures Programme.

Local Universities such as the University of Worcester, are also involved with our Year 8 Careers Day delivering a range of workshops such as "Careers in Nursing", "Careers in Sport" etc.
