CEOP are here to help and give advice, a report
can be made directly to them if something has
happened to your child online which has made
either you or your child feel unsafe, scared or
worried. This might be from someone they
know in real life, or someone they have only
ever met online.

Thinkuknow is an education programme from
the National Crime Agency’s CEOP Command.
Its aims are to ensure that everyone has
access to practical information to help keep
our children safe. They have a range of advice
available as well as advice targeted towards
helping children who have been sexually
abused online.
